3. The college shall not change the location of the D.EI.Ed. programme without prior
permission of the SRO, NCTE, Bangalore, under information to the Affiliation
Committee. After approval of the NCTE and the affiliation committee, the change
shall be displayed on website.

4. The land registered in the name of the Educational Society shall not be alienated /
transferred / leased out to any individual or society.

5. As per rule 8.4 (lll) the Society sponsoring institution shall be required to transfer
and vest the title of the land and building in the name of the institution within a
period of six months from the date of issue of formal recognition order under sub-
regulation (16) of regulation 7. However, in case, the society fails to do so due to
local laws or rules or bye-laws, it shall intimate in writing with documentary
evidence of its inability to do so. The Regional Office shall keep this information
on record and place it before the Regional Committee for the approval.

The management shall not admit students over and above the sanctioned
strength by NCTE.

The qualified faculty approved by the Affiliating body shall only be appointed. If
any faculty member resigned or left the college, the management shall appoint



another faculty with the approval of the Director, SCERT Telangana within
fortnight duly following the procedure in vogue.

24. The institution shall not organize educational tours to the students without
permission of the District Collector concerned.

25. The Educational Society shall abide by the instructions / rules/ norms &
regulations issued by the NCTE / State Government from time to time.

Further, the management concerned is informed to pay Rs.25,000/- only towards
affiliation fee as renewal of affiliation is being granted for four years.

The renewal of affiliation now granted is liable for withdrawal by the competent
authority for violating the rules/instructions, if any, issued by the Competent Authority from
time to time.
